 The opening line of our Gospel Reading this 
weekend is “At the sight of the crowds, Jesus’ Heart 
was moved with pity for them because they were       
troubled and abandoned, like sheep without a         
shepherd.” (Matthew 9: 36)  This Gospel passage talks 
about Jesus’ Heart being moved with pity.  The              
devotion to the Sacred Heart of Jesus is understood 
through Scripture Passages as the above and others 
where Jesus says of Himself as being “meek and     
humble in Heart.”  (Matthew 11: 29) 

 The history of the Sacred Heart Devotion got its 
beginning from St. John Eudes, who was a missionary 
priest in France during the 17th Century.  He was 
founder of two religious communities devoted to      
reaching out to the poor and destitute, and a promoter 
of devotion to the Hearts of Jesus and Mary, which he 
saw in a vision.  His Feast Day is August 19th. 

 Another saint that promoted the Sacred Heart 
was St. Margaret Mary Alacoque.  She also lived in 
France during the 17th Century and was in the      
Religious Order of Visitation Nuns.  Jesus appeared to 
her on several occasions when she was in prayer.  He          
appeared with His Heart exposed on the outside of His 
Chest.  St. Margaret came to believe that she was led 
to promote the loving, merciful, and compassionate 
heart of Jesus through this image of His Sacred Heart.  
Her Feast Day is October 16th. 

 My friends, the Feast Day of the Sacred Heart of 
Jesus was this past Friday, June 12th.  Taking the 
Scripture Passages above from St. Matthew’s Gospel, 
can help us pinpoint where in our lives we need God’s 
Compassion and Mercy.  A helpful reflection and prayer 
to do this week is to identify the area in your life where 
you are troubled or feel abandoned, and where you 
need God’s Compassion, like the crowds in today’s 
Gospel.  Then, ask Jesus to give you the peace of His 
Sacred Heart to come into your heart.
